It is the last season of the Season of
“Epiphany” which began with the celebration of Jesus’ Baptism, and ends with similar words
heard fromthe cloud, affirming Jesus’ beloved status with God.

The affirmation of Baptism, affirms God’s promises from our Baptism, and offers us an

- opportunity to.confirm the promises made at our Baptism to love and serve God. This Sunday
is also the launching point that leads us into the season of Lent, which is also focused on
rededi‘cating our lives to the faith.
